This provides a core of expertise in medical microbiology of both human and animal pathogens, expertise in pathology, and a strong program in Comparative Medicine. In addition, the Department of Veterinary Pathobiology is also home to two diagnostic laboratories, the Veterinary Medical Diagnostic Laboratory and the Research Animal Diagnostic and Investigative Laboratory. These units are include faculty board certified in anatomic pathology, clinical pathology, and laboratory animal medicine and provide the experience to take full advantage of animal models of diseases. Ample training opportunities exist in our laboratory, at the department level as well as at the University level.
